SYLLABUS: 

This is an orchestral piece in three movements for dance, about 17 minutes in length.  

Saqqara’s Story is a tale of the following:  



1) humanity’s innate right to individual expression and identity; 

2) the desire for acceptance; 

3) the struggle to overcome the evil of prejudice that divides the human spirit; and 

4) the hope of collective reconciliation.  


This ballet offers a message of hope, compassion, and peace for today’s modern society. 


Old Story Told in a New Way: 


In ancient times, at the Saqqara site, near the Great Pyramid in Egypt, discoveries in sound, chanting, and meditation proved the power of the universal language of music to deepen individual inner peace, thus fostering deeper understanding between prejudiced peoples. 


New Way to Tell the Old Story: 


A new way of telling the story is using the metaphor of the primary paint and light colors (red, yellow and blue) to illustrate the 3 original races, (Negroid, Mongoloid and Caucasion).  The story expresses humanity’s longing to see progress in the evolution from acting from instinctual fear to living harmoniously.
